·  Exposure to creating reports in Microsoft Access or other third-party reporting products, such as Crystal Reports

· Conceptual understanding of the push and pull distribution/subscription paradigm

· Experience navigating the Microsoft Windows Server. environment

· Experience with Windows services (starting and stopping)

· Experience creating service accounts and permissions

· Experience with SQL Server, including:

· SQL Server Agent

· SQL Server query language (SELECT, UPDATE, INSERT, and DELETE)

· SQL Server System tables

· SQL Server accounts (users and permissions)

Course Objectives:

After completing this course, students will be able to:

· Describe the key features of Reporting Services.

· Use Visual Studio .NET to develop and deploy reports through the Report Designer.

· Understand deployment scenarios and architecture.

· Use Report Definition Language (RDL).

· Query a SQL Server 2000 database.

· Create simple reports, including:

· Add controls and data regions to a report, including Table, Chart, List,

· and Matrix data regions and subreports.

· Add expressions and aggregates to a report.

· Add interactive controls to aid navigation and to provide drill-through

· functionality between reports and drill-down functionality from summary to detail data.

· Structure and format reports.

· Use report and query parameters.

· Use filters.

· Publish reports to a report server.

· Execute reports on demand.

· Create cached report instances.

· Create snapshot reports.

· Deliver reports using the publish/subscribe model.

· Use configuration files to administer the report server.

· Monitor the performance and reliability of the report server.

· Administer the ReportServer and ReportServerTempDB databases.

· Administer the Reporting Services security model.

· Automate report management tasks.

· Render reports programmatically using the Report Server Web Service.

· Create custom code and call custom functionality from reports.
